	1.  The teacher will present the ebook to the students. The presentation is to show the previous lesson to motivate the students as well as setting the class for review.

	2.   The teacher will present the game entitled “clothesline”. The teacher will tell the rules and the instructions of the game and then the teacher will ask them to pick a piece of paper that has a number, which they are going to see what number are they. The teacher will give them a pictures and they will going to color it and after that they will going to pronounce it, and hang it to the strings.
	 2. The students are asked to form a line according to their numbers from 1 to 12.
	 The students will form a straight line before playing the game; they will go to color first the pictures and trace the names of it, after that they will form a line according to their given numbers and then they will go to hang it up on the strings. Before hanging the pictures there are pictures that has not short o sound, the teacher now, will ask them what pictures has a short o sound? The pictures that has a short o sound they will going to hang it.
	 The teacher could give assistance to the students in clipping or in hanging the pictures on the strings.

	3. The teacher will ask the student to recite the picture that he/she hanged. After doing the activity the teacher will give the students a “star chip”.
