	 If one of the students has difficulty in operating the program the class could coach him/her. Keep in mind that this could get the class attention and that discipline should be maintained.
	 The teacher could give assistance to the students in making their art activity.



	3.   The teacher will ask the students one by one to answer the activity on the computer. While the others wait for their turns, they are to work on a hand-out activity given by the teacher.


	3.  The pupils are called upon one by one to answer the given activity on the front of the computer, Meanwhile, the others are asked to do an art activity. They are going to color the pictures of the animals that they saw in the story with a short “O” sound, and if their done in coloring it, they will need to give a name on it as their pet.
